The medical team will include a doctor and two nursing assistants, a team of chiropractors and physiotherapists from DUT together, two fully equipped ambulance patrol services and an Advance Life Support car with paramedics from Netcare 911 and emergency hospital support by Netcare St Anne’s Hospital in Pietermaritzburg.
